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Intent
Art Vision
Our Art gives pupils the opportunity to express themselves using different media, usually in the style of an artist or an artistic genre. They develop and showcase their creativity and learn how to appreciate and evaluate artwork, whether it has been produced by a friend, locally or it is a well-known piece of art.
Implementation
· At St Sebastian’s, Art is taught in every year group, with one unit per term using the Kapow scheme of work 
· Each child has a sketchbook. We give the child ownership of their sketchbook to foster their sense of creativity. Children use their sketchbooks to make initial sketches, develop skills, record ideas and develop opinions.
· Throughout their time at St Sebastian’s, every child is given the opportunity to learn the skills of drawing, painting, printing, sculpture and digital art.
· Across the key stages, pupils will develop the skills, knowledge and understanding, as outlined in the National Curriculum Programme of Study.
· All year groups will learn about at least one famous artist per year. 
· Through in-depth discussion, the pupils explore how their art can share commonalities with famous art and use subject-specific vocabulary to discuss key artworks and their own work.
· In the development of confident art critics, the pupils share their opinions and make informed observations about what will improve their own practical work.
· Cross-curricular links are promoted to allow all children to deepen their understanding across the curriculum, including the use of technology, and artworks from year group specific historical, geographical and scientific contexts.
· Opportunities for children to visit art galleries (whether they are local, a bit further away or online) are built into our curriculum. 
· During the year, work will be assessed through discussion, oral feedback and self/peer assessment.
· In addition to this, teacher judgments will be recorded on Sonar.
· All staff will have the access to support from the Subject Leader, whether it is for the curriculum, individual lessons or resources. 

Impact

The impact of this curriculum design will lead to progress over time, across key stages relative to a child’s individual starting point and their progression of skills. Our Art and Design curriculum will also lead pupils to be enthusiastic Art and Design learners, evidenced in a range of ways, including pupil voice, their final pieces and sketchbooks. We ensure that children who are achieving well, as well as those who need additional support, are identified, and additional provision and strategies are planned in and discussed with class teachers. Achievements are celebrated in classrooms and corridor displays, and we aim to develop our future artists and their appreciation of the art around them.
